I had a few conversations with friends in other PA Chapters that utilize 6 man mechanics.  Here is their input on the differences they use from the published manuals and the benefits of the 6th official.   

PASSING 

1.
All Chapters work from the sideline in.  On a play starting on a hash mark, the off-side official may cheat some and position himself on the numbers.     

2.
They encourage the deep officials to start plays 15 yards downfield, but many are 20 yards.   

3.
They admit with using the "sideline-in" mechanics they are still exposed deep middle.  They don't feel that long passes down the middle happen very often in HS football.  

KEYS 

1.
Benefit - deep officials are able to stay with their keys longer than in 5 man 

2.
From the the 20 yard line in the 2 deep officials are starting plays on the goal line.   

3.
Their position and keys switch when the ball is snapped from the 10 yard line in - deep officials are positioned on the inside pylons or goal post 

PUNTS 

1.
BJ (official on the LJ's side) takes 2/3'rds of the field, FL takes remaining 1/3.   

2.
Punts are also started with deep officials on the sidelines.  Officials are encouraged to start on the sideline, but many line up inside

FREE KICKS 

1.
The ECAC manual shows three deep officials on the goal line - they position the wings on the 10-20 depending on the situations (difference between NFHS and NCAA) 

2.
Only the R is on the goal line. 

3.
The BJ is up with the kickers and hands the ball to the kicker - the manual shows the U.  The U is in the same position as 5 man mechanics.   

MISCELLANEOUS 

1.
They felt like one of the major benefits of 6 man is that long runs are picked up better - they are covering the goal line better and not getting beat to the goal line.   

2.
HL and LJ take spots on runs down to the 1, the deep official stays on the goal line when the ball is snapped outside the 10 yard line.   

3.
When the ball is snapped inside the 10 yard line the HL and LJ obviously have the goal line and sideline.   

4.
Measurements - the SJ gets a new ball and assists with keeping the measurement area clear.
